The Warming Station at the Maxx, 94 Railroad Street, is open until 4pm today, October 31.  You may charge your electric devices at the Maxx, but you must stay with them.

The Warming Station/Overnight Shelter will be opened at 4pm today at Sarah Noble Intermediate School, 25 Sunny Valley Road.  You may charge your electric devices, but you must stay with them.  Bring all necessary medications with you.  You may also bring your favorite pillow and blanket.   

DO NOT use outdoor grills or fire pits inside your home for heat or cooking.  Doing so creates an extremely hazardous situation, including a build-up of carbon monoxide and potential for fire. 

An Emergency Water Filling Station has been opened for those who need to replenish their household water supply while waiting for power to be restored.  Please bring your own containers to the Old Ambulance Barn at 20 Young’s Field Road, at the corner of Housatonic Avenue and Young’s Field Road, next to the Recycling Center.

Hot Showers will be available from 2-8pm on Monday, October 31 and from 4-8pm on Tuesday, November 1st at the New Milford High School at 388 Danbury Road.  Please bring your shower supplies, including a towel and shower shoes to the entrance at the southern end of the High School.

If you choose to Trick or Treat with your children this evening, please use your best judgment based on your neighborhood conditions.  Children should be accompanied by an adult.  Use extra caution for unknown hazards i.e. downed limbs, trees or wires.
